“On December 27, 2013, the artist accidentally
sneezed into the book “Conceptual Art” by Tony
Godfrey (perhaps he was responding to Duchamp’s
invitation to simply sneeze, articulated in “Why Not
Sneeze, Rose Sélavy?”). The act, which cannot be
consciously controlled, transforms a dry art history
book into a unique object. On the one hand, the work
is part of the art genre of the book’s title, while on
the other, it refutes the field’s austere, spiritualized
abstraction. Perhaps it marks the beginning of a
new direction within conceptual art—conceptual
expressionism (“What Pollock is to Abstract
Expressionism, Riebel is to its conceptual variant”).
But perhaps it was just the dust tickling his nose.*
The text is inscribed on a thin sheet of metal and
inserted into the book.
